My hope is that every woman who watches this film feels seen and recognizes she has a perfect Heavenly Father who offers peace, belonging and restoration through His Son, Jesus.”

According to 2025 data from the U.S. Census Bureau, 18.2 million children live without a biological, step or adoptive father in the home. Research shows that the presence of a father is directly correlated to numerous aspects of children’s well-being and their outcomes. Children seeking to fill the void of a father often look in the wrong places.
“The father is the key figure to impart identity,” said Dr. Meg Meeker, cast member and author of the national bestseller Strong Fathers, Strong Daughters. “A young girl who doesn’t have that love from a father will look to fill the ‘father hole in her heart’ with an endless list of unhealthy substitutes.”
